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President Message to the Liberty 

 

As I enter the waning months of my NYSPPSA presidency I am reflecting on certain aspects of my 

experience over the last 7 years (6 as President). 

1. The New York City /DCA issues continue to dominate the focus of NYSPPSA. Despite the diverse 

areas that NYSPPSA draws from for its membership, nothing can compare to the demands made 

on this agency from NYC issues. 

2. Much work is done by this association on behalf of NON NYSPPSA members. During this last 

month since DCA licenses were renewed I have had to convince the DCA that (a) It was ok to 

serve on 2/29/16,(b) it was ok to serve after  March 1 without a paper license if the DCA website 

reflected a renewal of the servers license)(c) home addresses should not appear on the DCA 

website) (d)a process server who failed the test had a right to review. Most of these 

accomplishments benefitted process servers in NYC, most who are not members of NYSPPSA. 

3. Apathy by members and non members is our worst enemy. With two bills introduced in Albany 

that would benefit process servers, the interest and concern is minimal. An assault bill in Albany 

for the third year is not sufficient to convince a server whose assault resulted in a broken rib to 

provide both police reports and hospital records. There are incidents of assaults that are not 

reported. “I didn’t want to be bothered” is a common response. Much of this is due to the 

failure of a responding LEO to make an arrest at the time of the incident; however the need to 

file a police report the next day should not be a deterrent to reporting.  Recent meeting with an 

attorney with the assembly codes committee in Albany made it clear that the lack of reporting 

has a negative effect 

On Tuesday March 22 2016, I accompanied by past administrator Rob Gillis, 2nd vice president Gail 

Kagan met with Assemblyman Gary Pretlow, and attorneys of the codes committee regarding the 

current NYSPPSA log book bill. We remain optimistic of its passage. 

I look forward to seeing everyone at our NYSPPSA convention this fall in Saratoga Springs New York.

Also, keep in mind that many Albany area companies are still in business 

due to the fact that NYSPPSA challenged the issue of Secretary of State 

serves being able to be performed at various locations other than just the 

Albany Office.  A great number of companies located near and around 

Albany depend on their work coming in to serve on the Secretary of State.  

The loss of this business would have been detrimental to all of them.
